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“Fiber Arts” literally covers the scopes of “Fiber Material” and “Artistic Creation” . The
combination of the two was not done intentionally, but rather developed through a natural, gradual
process. Fiber generally refers to all linear structures. Ever since ancient times, plant fiber has been the
most commonly seen. Since humans began to use stems, leaves and vines of plants around them to
make food packaging, clothing to defend against the cold, and accessories in daily life, they have

intentionally or unintentionally gradually infused artistic ideas in their creations.
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The class will teach the basics of fiber weaving and introduction to dyeing techniques. Students will
accumulate experience and technique through actual practice. At the same time, brands and works of
Taiwanese and foreign artists and craftsmen will be introduced. We anticipate that the students will get

inspired to create their artworks from their creative ideas for the final.
