GRADING   

1. Attendance and participation – 15% 

Attendance and active participation in class are required：

2. Assignments (including group projects)– 20%  

Assignments must be typed and submitted on schedule.  Plagiarizing is forbidden and will result in a 

zero grade. One-week late submission will still be accepted, but will lead to loss in grade points. 

3. Quizzes  –20% 

If you are absent on the day when a quiz is given, you will have to take a make-up quiz the next week. 

Evaluation of the make-up quiz will be on a different basis. 

4. Midterm exam – 10% 

5. Uniform Final Exam – 35% 

The final exam takes place in week 18, in the usual classroom and at class meeting time. Five units (units 1, 

3, 5, 6, 7) will be covered.
