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Course Syllabus
Financial Management

Course Description

Almost every business degree program has a required course in financial management — although
sometimes it is called 'corporate finance,' 'financial policy,’ or 'business finance." Financial
management is one of the most pivotal elements in business management, as the design and
implementation of a business strategy will eventually involve financial concerns and the
measurement of financial performance.

This course discusses concepts and decisions in financial management, specifically those related to
corporate finance. Discussion topics are divided into four parts. The first section introduces
fundamental concepts. The second section covers corporate valuation. The third part explores
investment decisions, and the fourth part addresses financing decisions and dividend policies.
Lectures are designed for a 16-week course, during which students are assigned exercises to
enhance their understanding of the topics discussed in the lectures.
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Course Objective

1. Students will be equipped with professional writing skills and reading ability.

2. Students will learn the fundamental concepts of corporate financial management.

3. Students will acquire a theoretical framework of the financial management and apply it to real
business decisions.
