Course description: Ethnography is the central activity of the majority of
anthropologists. It is the source of empirical data, the written form anthropological
analysis assumes, the principal means by which anthropologists advance arguments,
the text through which anthropologists learn and teach, and the source for most
comparative and theoretical essays anthropologists write. This course aims to guide
students to analyze and evaluate ethnographic arguments. We will examine the
relationships between the claims anthropologists make and the data they use to
support them in different ethnographies. The readings include classical and

contemporary ethnographies in different regions and theoretical orientations.

Course requirements and grading: Active student participation is required and will
include the preparation of readings, class discussion and in-class assignments (15%).
Peer reviews and written assignments in the form of short (1-2 pages) summary
every two to three weeks (we will pick the best 4 pieces, 40%), and three book
reviews (one due during mid-term and two the end of the term, 15% each). The book
reviews will entail an ongoing assessment of readings in light of class discussions, and
it can be revised before the end of this semester. No more than two absences are
allowed. Late papers, without the consent of the instructor, will be penalized.
Plagiarism is prohibited (For details please see James D. Lester 2005). All assignments
