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The purpose of the course is to provide students to meet children and
adults with special needs in person. Clients with the diagnosis of blind,
cerebral palsy, elders, hearing impairments, --- etc. and their caregivers
participate into the class every other week as lecturers, or volunteers.
Furthermore, students will be able to design appropriate music related
activities for the clients after observing and communicating with them.
The instructor will provide an integrated analysis for class discussions
about application of clinical skills in music therapy settings.
