By being active in comprehending the assigned readings, students will understand

writing. In this class, students are active learners, and they should be willing to engage in
critical reading discussions with the instructor and their peers, present their
theme-based 3-min presentations, and extensive reading journals to demonstrate the

language skills they have been learning so far.
