 Lecture, as well as group discussion, presentation, and language activities will help students get 

prepared for daily and academic reading tasks. Note-taking skills, vocabulary, and reading skills are 

designed to improve students’ reading ability, while discussion, debate, and presentation would train 

student’s academic communication.
