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1. Participation (20%)

Students enrolling in this class are required to participate in this class, including
in-class activities, oral questions, group discussions, or competitions. The quality and
guantity of participation are scoring criteria.

2. Homework question formulation (10%)

Each group are asked to formulate two questions (multiple choice) at the end
of each chapter according to the two-way specification table. The homework
guestions have to be uploaded to the NTHU eLearn before Monday (i.e. upload
deadline is 23:59 on Sunday). If the question is uploaded after the deadline, two
points will be deducted.

3. Homework (15%)

Homework questions, including items formulated by your group, should be
answered before class on Tuesdays. Answers to these questions should be delivered
on the NTHU eLearn. Delayed homework will be graded as 0.

4. Presentation (10%)

Students enrolling in this class are required to present one of the topics listed in
the outline (noted as “Presentation”). Each topic will be covered by one group of
students. It is your responsibility to make your presentation clear enough that other
students would be able to understand the topic you covered. If you need to discuss
the content with me before your presentation, you can make an appointment with
me in advance.

The presenters should at least cover the content in the textbook, whereas
other supplements are always welcome. Except for the presentation, presenters are
also requested to design and incorporate methods to evaluate other enrollers’
participation. Make sure to schedule time for evaluation. The quality of presentation
(including evaluation) will be scored by the other enrollers and me.

5. Term project (20%)

The term project report can be either a) analyzing a piece of educational
psychology-related news according to the theory taught in this class, or b)
introducing an educational psychology-related research and making an example of
how to apply it in the classroom. This report is conducted and delivered in groups.
Therefore, the percentage of participation for each student should be discussed
within groups and reported along with the report, otherwise equal weighted score
will be assigned to group members. The report should be delivered electronically on
the NTHU eLearn before 6/13 at 23:59 and will be scored by me. A 20-minute oral
presentation of your term project report is also required and the date of the
presentation is 6/6, which will be scored by the other enrollers.

6. Midterm examine (25% )

The midterm examination will be formulated by me and requires 2 hours to
finish. The date is scheduled as above, whereas the time and location are the same
as this class. The content of the midterm exam will be from chapters 1 through 6. No
make-up examinations will be held, so make sure to attend this examination. Any
reason will NOT be accepted if you miss it, except for medical ones. However, a
legitimate document that explains why you had to miss the exam should be
provided by the medical staff within 24 hours (i.e. no later than Wednesdays at
13:20). The decision of how to make up is different from person to person, and
student should make an appointment with me to discuss the missed examine and
make-up plan.

7. Policy of absence

Each enroller is allowed to be absent twice this semester with beforehand

notice. Otherwise, 3 points will be taken away from final grades for each absence.
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
